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AWE 2011 Travel Awards - Instructions and Application Form
Applications Accepted until 15th April, 2011
Purpose: To provide financial support to younger investigators involved in Endocrine-related training and/or research who are presenting an abstract at the ENDO Meeting in Boston, Massachusetts, USA 4th – 7th June, 2011.
Eligibility: Preference is given to Postdoctoral trainees (first three years) and PhD students in their 3rd or 4th year of training at an Australian or New Zealand-based Institution.  Depending upon sponsorship levels, applications will be considered from Post-Doctoral Trainees up to 5 years and PhD students.  Applicants must be the presenting author on an abstract accepted for presentation at the Endocrine Society meeting (USA). Applicants must be current members of the Australasian Branch of Women in Endocrinology, with either financial membership of the ESA or NZSE. For details of membership of AWE, please see details below. Preference will be given to those members who are also presenting their work at ESA or APEG, to be held from 28th – 31st August in Perth.
AWE Travel Award 2011 recipients must attend the annual AWE awards ceremony, which will be held during the AWE Function on Sunday, 28th August at the Perth Convention Centre, Western Australia at the 2011 ESA/APEG Combined Annual Scientific Meeting

It is also expected that successful applicants of the AWE Travel Awards will attend the Annual WE Dinner held during the ENDO 2011 conference.  Please note that AWE will reimburse the cost of the WE dinner ticket at ENDO 2011 and that the AWE Travel Award recipients will be invited guests of AWE at the AWE 2011 Reception.
Applications must be accompanied by a supporting letter from your PhD Supervisor or Post-Doctoral Advisor. The sponsor's letter should discuss the merits of the applicant, in what way it will be of assistance to their career, explaining the need for this support and indicate what other travel funds are available. 
AWE Travel Awards will be based on merit, however, preference will be given to those who have concurrently applied for but not necessarily been awarded a travel grant from AWE, WE or ENDO.
